€ must stop “swimming with tide,” following the situation that has
formed up without our active participation (at the stage of establishing
market mechanisms in our country), and start playing a new role in
the present post-crisis conditions. In this case, Russia’s integration in
the global economy will mean that the country will cease being a mere
raw material supplier, but turn into a strategic market player entering
foreign markets as an investor and buyer of industrial and other assets.

In general, in the conditions of new global challenges Russia should further integrate in
the world economy as a party to such economic relationship, instead of being an object of it.

Put it otherwise, we must take advantage of all those benefits the international system
possesses for the sake of our own development, limiting at the same time the opportunities for
other states to satisfy their needs at Russia’s expense.

As Russia accounts for just 39 of the world population but for over 309 of the global mineral
resources, it is evident that the question dealing with “‘fair” distribution of raw materials will be
sooner or later raised due to the aggravation of struggle for mineral resources and new economic
crises. In such conditions, we will need a strong geopolitical and geoeconomic foundation for
adequate dialog that would enable Russia to keep the status quo. All these risks dictate the need
to lay a strong internal groundwork for Russian economy.

To improve its competitive position and mitigate both foreign and domestic risks, Russia has
to work out a range of measures that will ensure stable development of its economy even in the
conditions of global instability, and enable the country to add to its strength in the situation of
global competition, which is becoming ever tougher.

The idea of ‘‘rational pragmatism” should be regarded as a focal point enjoying priority.
Put it otherwise, everything that is dictated by common sense and can diffuse the problems
ought to be done. Such processes took place in all leading global economies, when in conditions
of crisis all ideological dogmas dealing with “free market” and “noninterference on the part
of the state,” etc. were immediately forgotten, though having been treated as fundamental
and indisputable principles before. Now the developed countries think in terms of “industrial
development policy,” rendering large-scale state aid if necessary, and implementing emergency
anti-crisis measures.

Russia must tackle the problem of maintaining its economic sovereignty, i.e. enable domestic
regulators and national business to play the decisive role in setting priorities of the country’s
development and implementing them, as well as have the final say in the process of taking
fundamental decisions dealing with the future of the national economy. Otherwise, such decisions
will be taken somewhere else, while Russia will turn into an “economic territory.” some *‘trans-
border or transnational space” that runs the only mission of supplying raw materials to other
countries of the worid.

That is why, what we need is an active and focused policy on the part of the state that can
strengthen the country’s positions both at home and abroad.
